· Call time: Students need to be in the foyer at 5pm (fully dressed in concert attire with any props they might need for the ensembles) in order to sound check, rehearse the program, and have a time of worship/devotion.

· Attendance Grading: Just a friendly reminder, if your student is late or not fully dressed at the call time, their performance grade will go down 1 point every minute they are late. If your student misses the performance entirely, without prior communication about an excused absence, they will receive an NC. The choir is a team and all members must be present to fully rehearse.

· WOMEN – please make sure your dress is ironed. Wear black shoes that do not have a heel larger than 2 inches. Make sure all hair is pulled back off of the face!!! Feel free to wear your hair in a classy manner for this special event. Apply some makeup to your face to avoid being “washed out” in the lights. Use a little blush, eye makeup and apply lipstick (gloss/chapstick doesn’t count). Remember to be modest in the jewelry and do not wear anything flashy. Avoid wearing perfume so we don’t aggravate other’s allergies but please do apply deodorant!

· MEN – please make sure you have your entire tux before you arrive. Be careful to wear a plain white shirt underneath your dress shirt. Also be sure to wear black dress socks & black dress shoes. NO SNEAKERS! Please have your hair out of your eyes. Avoid wearing cologne so we don’t aggravate other’s allergies but please apply deodorant!

· Seating: Since seating is very limited for this event, we ask that you arrive early if you wish to save a small number of seats for immediate family members. The doors will open approximately a half hour before the performance for audience members to find seats. In consideration to others, please do not save large blocks of seats so that everyone will be able to find a place where they can have a good view of their student. There will be no pre-reserved seating at this performance.

· Recording: Thank you in advance for turning off all electronics and carefully watching small children/infants because this performance will be recorded live each night! We wish to minimize disturbances in order to obtain a “clean” recording. Thank you!
· Clean Up: After the performance on Saturday, all choir members are responsible to help tear down the concert equipment and decorations. Please keep this in mind when planning any family outings after the concert. All students will need to be prepared to stay till around 9:30pm so that we can strike the equipment quickly.
