Grading:

• Participation	15%	=	(classroom	activities	and	rehearsals)	
• Performances	30%	=	(largest	chunk	of	the	grade	–	see	info	below)	
• Tests/Quizzes	20%	=	(music	theory	and	singing)	
• Semester	Final	15%	

Attendance:	
1. Tardiness	is	not	acceptable	at	any	time!	
2. If	a	student	is	not	present	on	time	and	in	uniform,	their	performance	grade	will	

be	reduced	one	percentage	point	for	each	minute	late	
3. Absence	from	a	performance	will	only	be	excused	if	the	parent	supplies	me	with	

a	note	indicating	that	the	student	was	seriously	ill	or	the	death	of	an	immediate	
family	member	has	occurred	

Classroom	Policies:	
• Be	on	time	for	rehearsal	with	music	out	and	sitting	in	your	seat	
• No	talking,	singing,	or	playing	while	the	instructor	or	someone	else	is	talking	
• Always	come	equipped	to	class	(pencil,	paper,	music	folder	etc.)	

Discipline:	
• If	a	student	accumulates	numerous	demerits,	the	student	will	be	immediately
