Attendance: 
1. Tardiness is not acceptable at any time! 
2. If a student is not present on time and in uniform, their performance 

grade will be reduced one percentage point for each minute late 
3. Absence from a performance will only be excused if the parent supplies 

me with a note indicating that the student was seriously ill or the death 
of an immediate family member has occurred 

 
Classroom Policies: 

• Students must walk quietly and respectfully to the choir classroom 
• No talking, singing, or playing while the teacher is talking  
• Practice Ephesians 4:29 at all times 

 
Discipline: If a student continues to refrain from following the classroom rules before, 
during, or after Elementary choir rehearsals/performances, the student will be
